Bylaws

Article I - Name

The name of this organization shall be the "Midwest Regional Show Ski Association", the abbreviation of which shall be "MRSSA".

Article II - Purpose

The purpose of this organization shall be to educate youth and public regarding the sport of water skiing and show skiing specifically in cooperation with the USA Water Ski Association, the abbreviation of which is "USAWS" and the National Show Ski Association, the abbreviation of which is "NSSA".  This youth and public shall include the region of but not limited to Minnesota, Iowa, North Dakota, South Dakota, Kansas, and Nebraska.

The corporation is organized exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes within the meaning of section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.  The only parental show ski association recognized as a governing body, by the MRSSA, is the NSSA.

Article III - Membership

Regular membership in MRSSA shall be open to any water ski show club, individual, or by invitation of the board of directors, whose skiing activities are within the region, upon such terms and conditions and subject to qualifications and payment of dues as the Board of Directors may prescribe from time to time.

Any membership may be terminated or suspended for non-payment of dues, or by two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors on charges in writing made over the signatures of at least three members and submitted to the Board.

Special classes of membership without voting privileges may be authorized and established by the Board on such terms and conditions, for such dues and with such reasonable rights and privileges as it may establish from time to time.

Every MRSSA affiliated club is encouraged to send a representative to the annual meeting to maintain their affiliation. Newly affiliated clubs may ski at that summer's tournament.  All members of each club must be members of USAWS.

Article IV - Board of Directors

The Board of Directors (herein sometimes referred to as the "Board") shall have full power and authority over the affairs of MRSSA except as limited in these bylaws.

The term of each duly elected Director shall begin when they are elected and shall be for a period of two years, or until a successor has been elected or appointed.  Nothing herein contained shall prevent re-election of the same person for successive terms of office.  When a vacancy of an elected Director occurs on the Board for any reason, such vacancy shall be filled by a majority vote of the remaining Board present at any Board of Directors meeting.

All meetings of the Board shall be at a time and place designated by the President or at the written request of three members of the Board.  The Board may employ personnel as necessary and for which funds are available to aid in the management of MRSSA.

Article V - Officers

The MRSSA Board of Directors have the following officers:

One club representative from each member club

No more than two officers shall be representatives of any one member club.

The President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer shall comprise the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee is accountable to the Board of Directors and will perform judicial functions only.

There shall be no more than one vote per club regardless of the number of voting positions held by the members of a club.  Board members must be present to vote.

Robert's Rules of Order shall be followed.

Article VII - Duties of Officers

President - The President shall preside at all meetings of the MRSSA and of its Board.  The President shall appoint all committees, subject to the approval of the Board and shall be a member ex-officio of all committees.  The President shall call regular and special meetings of the members and the Board in accordance with these bylaws.  The President shall have general control of the business of the MRSSA subject to the direction of the Board following Robert's Rules of Order.  The President shall sign and make all contracts and agreements in the name of the MRSSA and shall see that the books, reports, statements, and certificates required by the statutes are properly kept, made and filed according to the law.  President will cosign all checks on behalf of the MRSSA.  The President shall enforce these bylaws and perform the duties incident to the office of President.  

Vice President - During the absence and/or inability of the President to render and perform the duties or exercise the powers as set forth in these bylaws or in the acts under which the MRSSA is organized, the same shall be performed and exercised by the Vice President, or determined by the Board.  When so acting, the Vice President shall have all the powers and be subject to all the responsibilities hereby given to or imposed upon the President.

Secretary - The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all membership and Board meetings in appropriate books. The Secretary shall be custodian of the records.  The Secretary shall present to the Board at their stated meetings all communication addressed to him/her officially by the President or any officer or member clubs of the MRSSA.  The Secretary shall perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary.

Treasurer - The Treasurer shall be responsible for all the funds of the MRSSA and may sign all checks, in the name of MRSSA, for payment of incurred debts according to procedures as determined by the Board.  The Treasurer shall exhibit at all reasonable times his/her books and accounts to any Director or club representative.

The Treasurer shall render a statement of the financial condition of the MRSSA at each regular membership meeting and shall maintain appropriate and required financial records and perform all duties incident to the office of Treasurer.

Article VIII - Committees

The President may appoint temporary and/or standing committees, subject to the approval of the Board.

The duties of committees shall be as determined by the authority appointing the committee or by the Board as appropriate.

Article IX - Membership Meetings

The MRSSA election of Directors shall occur during the Annual Meeting, as specified by the Board.  The Annual Meeting shall be held the last Saturday in September.  Business meetings will also occur on the Saturday before Wisconsin Think Tank and on the Saturday at the MRSSA Regional Tournament.  

All membership meetings other than the three business meetings listed above shall be deemed special meetings, to be called by order of the President or the Board of Directors at the time and place designated by them.

A majority of the Board of Directors must be present to constitute a quorum.  If a quorum is not present, an eighty percent vote of those present is required for the transaction of business.

Article X - Midwest Regional Show Tournament

1) The MRSSA will present the MIDWEST REGIONAL WATER SHOW SKI TOURNAMENT.  
2) The MRSSA Board of Directors shall award the right to host the annual Midwest Regional Water Show Ski Tournament based on bids received no later than the annual meeting two years prior to the event.  

3) Each member of the Board of Directors will submit a closed vote at the Annual  Meeting.  The votes will, at that time, be opened and counted by the board of the Directors.  Results will be announced at this meeting.

4) There must be a copy of the bid available for each Board Member of the MRSSA.

5) Once the Host Club has been selected the Host Club and the MRSSA will sign a ‘Letter of Agreement’ detailing the roles and responsibilities between the Host Club and MRSSA.  
6) The MRSSA Tournament shall be held on the days determined by the Board.

7) The entry fees and late registration fees for the MRSSA Tournament will be determined by the Board at the Annual Meeting.

9) The MRSSA shall retain all Television rights to said tournament.

11) The Host Club will recommend officials to the MRSSA board.  Officials must meet all qualifications as defined by the NSSA rules.

13) Other participating clubs attempting to generate revenue at the tournament must seek approval of MRSSA and host club by the tournament registration date.

16) The Host Club shall have their option for order of performance.  All other clubs will be randomly placed by the Tournament Director  seven days before the tournament unless otherwise determined by the MRSSA Board.

17) The tournament will have a maximum of fourteen teams.  Individual competition for twelve swivelers, twelve doubles couples, twelve jump teams or total not to exceed 36 entrants with a two day tournament duration.

Article XI -Ski Motion Conference

The MRSSA will assist in sponsoring educational opportunities annually.

One such event shall be the annual Ski Motion Conference.  The MRSSA shall organize the annual Ski Motion Conference.  The MRSSA will cooperate/participate with the sponsors to provide location, speakers, exhibitors, publicity, auction and any other activities to be presented during this event.

Article XII - Fiscal Year

The fiscal year of the MRSSA shall commence on the first day of October and end on the thirtieth of September.

Article XIII - Dues

Dues structure payable every Annual meeting.  Dues for the following year will be determined at the Annual Meeting.  The Tournament Taxes for the following year will also be determined at the annual meeting.  The Tournament Tax is applicable only for the Midwest Regional Show Tournament.

Article XIV - Amendments

These bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) majority at any MRSSA meeting.

Article XV - DISSOLUTION

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the Board of Directors shall, after paying or making provisions for the payment of all the liabilities of the corporation, dispose of all the assets of the corporation exclusively for the purposes of the corporation in such manner, or to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable, educational, religious, or scientific purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law), as the Board of Directors shall determine.  Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by the Court of Common Pleas of the county in which the principal office of the corporation is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.
