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Legislative Alerts

The following action is being requested of our entire membership.

The MLA (Minnesota Lakes Association) has a survey posted on their Web Site that includes the following: “Establish slow-no-wake zones of 150 feet from shore on Minnesota Lakes (jet skis currently have to follow this rule).

Let me again remind you of the impact this will create were it to be come state Law.  67% of all lakes in the State are less than 99 Acres in size.  When considering the difference in lake shore configurations, it is likely that some place on the lake will be an area where there is less than 300 feet of width.  One example is Island Lake.  Think about what this will do for practice and Tournament Sites.  

I have discussed this with Gary Botzek, MLA Lobbyist, and author of the Legislative Alerts Report.  He is well aware of what would happen to our sport if this ever became State Law. 
It is imperative that each member respond to the survey, Answer all the questions and attached an attachment stating Name, address, etc. including information such as Lake Shore owner, Lake used for skiing, Non lake shore owner, Lake Association member, Officer, etc.  The second paragraph should include a statement about the no-wake-zone, and why you are opposed to it.
Probably, no more than a couple of paragraphs.  Length is not important at this point then mail to the Brainerd MN address.

My last request is very important.  I need to know how many responses are mailed in. This is important for us in analyzing their survey results.  I want to make sure the number of responses seam realistic and do some comparing with the last survey they conducted.
This needs to be done right away.  This week preferred, and the 15th at the latest.

The results of this survey will have a tremendous impact on what type of legislation they will pursue for the upcoming session in January 2004
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
