MIDWEST REGIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS AGREEMENT


      LETTER OF AGREEMENT

This Agreement, made this 28th day of September, 2004, is between Midwest Regional Show Ski Association (hereinafter referred to as MRSSA), and the Host team, whose Name and address is Waterhawks Water Ski Team, Waterloo, IA   (hereinafter referred to as the Local Organizing Committee - LOC),

WHEREAS, MRSSA owns the rights to the Midwest Regional Show Ski Championships hereinafter referred to as the "Event", and   

WHEREAS, the LOC desires to organize and host the Event under the terms and conditions set forth herein;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, these parties do hereby agree as follows:

TERM OF AGREEMENT

The term of this Agreement shall commence with the date of signing shown above and continue through September 30, 2005.  All parties understand hereto that the terms and conditions contained in this Agreement are in effect for the Event.  Further, it is understood by all parties hereto to use best efforts to insure that the terms of this Agreement are fulfilled.

DATE OF EVENT

MRSSA hereby grants to the LOC the exclusive right to host the 2005 Midwest Regional Show Ski Championships, to be held on Saturday, July 30th through Sunday, July 31st.  If, for reasons of, excess number of entries, the Event cannot be completed in two days, Friday, July 29th will be reserved for the Event.  If for any reason the Event is not completed as of dark on Sunday July 31st it will be deemed ended. 


USE OF VENUE

The LOC will provide all required permits and clearances for the use of its site, including but not limited to the water ski lake, access roads, parking areas and electrical power sources.

The LOC will, to the best of its ability, ensure any other party will not use the water ski site. 

ORGANIZATION

The LOC shall be responsible for naming a local tournament director and for appointing the necessary committees to be responsible for the various areas having to do with the organization and production of the tournament.  

LOCAL PROMOTION

The LOC is responsible for all local promotion including, but not limited to, print, radio, and television spots.  All on-site promotional activities organized or coordinated will be the responsibility of the LOC.  The LOC will coordinate local promotion efforts to gain the greatest possible exposure for the Event and its sponsors.  

CONCESSIONS

MRSSA grants to the LOC the right to contract for the on-site retail sale of food and beverages.  The LOC is responsible for all costs, and permits associated with on-site concessions.  The gross income from retail on-site food and beverage concession sales will remain with the LOC.

SOUVENIRS

MRSSA grants to the LOC the right to produce and market the ‘Official Event Logo’ for the Event, reserving the right to approve the logo.

In addition to the Event logo, all Event souvenir T-shirts must contain the name, year, and location of the event, 

The LOC has the exclusive right to sell all souvenir items identified with the ‘Official Event Logo’.  All souvenir items sold by the LOC shall display the ‘Official Event Logo’.  The LOC is responsible for all costs of producing the logo and souvenirs.  The LOC will retain 100% of the gross funds from the souvenir items sold.

GATE RECEIPTS    (Not to be paid by competitors)

MRSSA grants to the LOC the right to set gate prices, market and sell tickets to the Event, as well as collect parking fees.  The LOC shall be responsible for credentials and identification of all local sponsors, officials, competitors and the MRSSA Board members. 

EVENT PROGRAM

The LOC has the right to produce and/or allow to be produced any advertising section, any event schedule, publication, promotional piece, or literature, which may be construed as the ‘Event Program’ to be distributed on site. The LOC may solicit advertising to be included in the "Event Program". If the LOC so chooses, the LOC will be responsible for all charges incurred with the production of the Event Program. The LOC will retain all advertising revenue secured through its efforts.  Advertising must be in good taste and not reflect negatively on water skiing or MRSSA.  

AWARDS

The LOC shall provide trophies or other suitable awards for the first through last place club winners for each Division of competition defined by MRSSA and the first through fifth place winners in the Open Swivel, Open Doubles, and top three in the Team Jumping events.  Additionally, the LOC shall provide appropriate gifts of appreciation, for the following:

· Tournament Chairman

· Five (5) Judges and One (1) Chief Judge

· Five (5) Secretaries



· One (1) Scorer and One (1) Chief Scorer



· One (1) Safety Director, (2) assistants

· One (1) Staging Marshall / Timer One (1) Chief Announcer

The LOC shall provide plaques for the following:

· Best Sound crew and Audio Presentation


· Best Towboat Driving Team

· Best Pick-Up Boat Crew

· Best Barefoot

· Best Ballet

· Best Pyramid

· Best Jump Act

RESULTS

The LOC shall be responsible for the distribution of copies of the official judges' and scorers forms to USA-WS Headquarters, the NSSA Board, tournament judges and competing clubs (only their individual scores) within 2 days following completion of the Event.

FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES

In the event that any item in a settlement statement is disputed by either party, the party disputing the item shall by, October 1, 2005, submit to the other party a written statement with any supporting documentation detailing the reason for the dispute.  Any dispute unresolved by December 1, 2005 shall be subject to arbitration.

INSURANCE

The LOC is responsible for sanctioning the tournament with USA-WS.  USA-WS will provide general comprehensive liability insurance in the amount of $1,000,000 for the Event, its designated agents, and additional insured.  A certificate of insurability will be provided to the LOC by USA-WS.

SCHEDULE OF EVENTS

The MRSSA is responsible for establishing the official Schedule of Events.

ENTRY FORMS

The MRSSA will print and make available the official entry forms for the tournament.  This form will incorporate a responsibility waiver.  The LOC will receive and coordinate the entry forms.  The LOC will print and distribute the tournament packet: site information, forms, and the running order of teams and individuals.  

ENTRY FEES

The MRSSA is responsible for setting the amount of the Event entry fees.  All entry fees will be paid to the LOC by the start of the Event on July 29th, 2005. The LOC will collect the entry fees and, will issue a check for the total team and individual tax to the MRSSA by the end of the tournament.

OFFICIALS

The LOC with MRSSA approval is responsible for naming and assigning all Event Officials and the Chief Announcer. 

The LOC is responsible for securing and covering the cost of hotel rooms for the assigned officials for two nights, Friday, July 28th and Saturday, July 29th.  This will include the following Officials: Chief Judge, five Judges, five Secretaries, Chief Scorer, One Scorer, Timer/ Staging Marshall, the Safety Director, and (2) safety assistants for a total of 17 persons

LOC will provide for the Officials' refreshments and food during the competition, to be served to the above-named Officials on Saturday, July 29th and Sunday, July 30th.  The LOC shall provide a meeting location to accommodate up to 30 persons on the evening before, or the morning of the start of the Event if required

SITE

The LOC is responsible for providing a water ski site that meets the demands of the Midwest Regional Show Ski Championships.  The site will meet all requirements of the NSSA Rules and all NSSA Rules will supersede this agreement.  The site will include but not be limited to the following: 

 Preparation Area

A designated area adjacent to the starting dock shall be provided for the competing clubs to prepare their equipment.  This area shall be accessible by official vehicles.

Judging Areas

Five judges' stations shall be provided each with an unobstructed view of the competition area.  These stations shall be roped off from spectator interference, and shall be provided with umbrellas or other sun/rain protection.  Chairs shall be provided for the judges and secretaries.

Scoring Area

A room, trailer, or motor home with 110v electrical supply shall be provided for use by the official scorers.  In addition, the LOC will provide one copy machine and copy paper, one IBM compatible computer, one printer with printer paper, four tape printing calculators with multiplication and division functions, tables, chairs, and other general office supplies.  

Registration Area 

The LOC will be responsible for providing a registration area/scorers area that is equipped with tables and chairs.  

Safety Boat

One lightweight, maneuverable, low-sided pick-up boat shall be provided for the use of the clubs that are unable to bring their own.

Safety Equipment

The LOC will provide one licensed Emergency Medical Technician and/or physician on-site at all times.  In addition, the LOC will provide the following safety equipment at each competition area (not to exceed six):

· Extra Coast Guard-Approved flotation devices (not to exceed six).

· First aid kits with triangular bandages, Band-Aids, gauze wrap, etc.

· Rigid backboards.

· Air splints or equivalent for arms, legs, and ankles.

· Cervical collar.

· Tools for cutting towlines, straps, etc.

· Blankets and towels.

· Safety boats as specified by USA-WS's Safety Standards.

· First aid treatment area.

OTHER EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES

· Gasoline and oil for the LOC supplied boats.

· Ten clipboards for the judges.

· Appropriate number of scoring forms and carbon paper for each judge.

· Two distinctly different audible devices (i.e., air horns) with backups.

· Scoring supplies (i.e., paper, pencils, staples, etc.).

PUBLIC FACILITIES

The following should be provided:

· Bleachers or other sitting areas for spectators.

· Adequate restroom facilities.

· Adequate concession stands for food services.

SECURITY 

The LOC is responsible for general crowd and parking control.  The LOC agrees to contract for security to provide general site security and to protect all equipment and the exhibitors' area during daytime and nighttime hours.

Additional security may be required for television equipment.  Cost of the additional security personnel required to protect the television equipment will be the responsibility of MRSSA.  All other costs for on-site security will be the responsibility of the LOC. 

MODIFICATIONS

Any modification of this Agreement, to be valid, must be in writing, dated, and signed by both parties hereto, and distributed via certified mail or some equivalent "proof of" delivery service. 

INDEMNIFICATION

The parties hereto each agree to indemnify and hold harmless the other from any and all claims for loss or damage arising from its negligent or deliberate wrongful act, or acts of its agents or employees.  MRSSA acknowledges that the LOC has been able to provide certain facilities and benefits to enable the parties hereto to fulfill the terms of this contract.  The parties further acknowledge hereto that some of said persons and/or entities not parties of this contract would provide facilities and benefits.  Some of such facilities and benefits to be provided include, but are not limited to, access to lakes (rivers) for skiing; ingress, egress and parking over privately owned land; boat docking and mooring facilities; and refueling facilities. 

In consideration for third parties furnishing such benefits and facilities, MRSSA does further agree to indemnify and hold harmless any such third party from any and all claims arising from any incident occurring in connection with the promotion of or staging of the Event, except for loss or damage arising from claims due to the negligent or deliberate acts of such third parties.

COOPERATION

Each party hereto shall execute any and all further documents that are necessary and proper to carry out the purposes of this Agreement provided such documents do not affect the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.

CONSTRUCTION

These parties acknowledge that this Agreement has been derived as a consequence of negotiation and that they have each contributed hereto.  Accordingly, this Agreement shall be construed evenly against each party hereto.

CONFIDENTIALITY

Each party to this Agreement shall keep confidential the rights, terms, and conditions of this Agreement, and shall not disclose the rights, terms, and conditions herein to other parties without the written consent of all parties hereto. 

ASSIGNMENT

Neither MRSSA or the LOC shall assign any of its rights or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of the other party, and any purported assignment without such prior written consent shall be null and void and of no force and effect.
