Revised Tested Driver’s Proposal:

At all sanctioned events (practices, shows, exhibitions, and tournaments), at least one driver, or all but one driver, which ever is greater, must be a tested driver and driving within their respective rating(s).  The exception is at sanctioned practices where there is only one Class “A” Rated boat being used, a learner’s permit will be sufficient.

 All triple-rig drivers must be tested as a “Class C” Rating for all sanctioned shows, exhibitions, and tournaments.  For sanctioned practices triple-rig drivers must have ether a learner’s permit or have another rating.

Temporary / Learner’s Permit for NSSA Drivers:
1) The person must have taken the NSSA Safety Course first.

2) Must be a member of USA-WS.

3) Must fill out the application with the tested driver’s signature and the club President’s signature and then sent to headquarters.

After the Temporary / Learner’s Permit is issued:

1) The permit is good for all sanctioned events.

2) The permit is good for two (2) years.
