Agreement for the 2006 Sino-American
Water Ski Show
Party A: Chinese Water Ski Association

Party B: 

To make the 2006 Sino-American Water Ski Show a full success, the Chinese Water Ski Association (Part A) and           (Part B) reach the following agreement on the matter of inviting members of                    

(Part B), for the show. 
A, Time and venue of the show: 

B, Preliminary schedule: 

C, The program for the shows will be discussed and determined by the two parties before the show. 

D, Responsibilities of Party A: 

a, Offer round trip international air tickets (economic class) to 15 team members of Part B. Tickets will either be bought by Part A in China and sent to Part B.

b, Offer 2300 USD to Part B for their expenses on equipment transportation to China, visa fees, and other miscellaneous expenses. The money will be paid in full to Part B when the team arrives in China. Any loss or damage of Part B’s equipment in International transportation would be the responsibility of Part B. Any loss or damage of Part B’s equipment out of Part A’s reasons during the event would be the responsibility of Part A to reimburse Part B, at the replacement cost in USD. If there is a need to have extra equipment bags because of airline weight restrictions, Part A will reimburse Part B for the charge, if Part B provides receipt.  Of course every effort will be made by Part B to bring only the necessary equipment for the quality show.

c, Cover the expenses of accommodation, food, bottled water, transportation, airport taxes and transfer fees, and sightseeing for the team during the show (April 28 to May 8). Also to be responsible for transporting the equipment of the team during the above period, from the airport, place to place, and back to the airport.

d, Provide the facilities necessary to host a water ski show, to include but not necessarily be limited to: two professional water ski towboats, at least one pickup/safety boat, ski jump, adequate starting dock, convenient access to toilet facility, sound system, bottled water, and area for equipment. 

E, Responsibilities of Party B: 

a, Waive the normal appearance and exhibition fees associated with providing these performances. 

b, Send a team of 15 members to the show, which consists of at least 6 female skiers. 

c, Arrange a show program which will last no less than 50 minutes and should consist of entertaining and thrilling performances of (and not limited to) swivel, tricks, jumping (flips, helicopter), 4 high pyramid, ballet line, strap doubles, and so on. 
Quality of show: To ensure that the beautiful costumes and theatre property be used in the show and no major mistakes take place (such as unreasonable falls in pyramid and jumping, etc.). 

For safety purposes, if water or weather conditions are temporarily dangerous, the show may be temporarily delayed or rescheduled. Of course, the team is comprised of performers experienced and familiar with a vast array of water conditions of many locations and many shows. The team will and intends to make every effort to perform the shows at the scheduled times. 

d, Cover some miscellaneous expenses for the team, such as fees for personal insurance, travel insurance and any necessary inoculations. 

F, When any disagreements such as the form and content of the show appears, the two parties shall solve the difficulties through discussion and mutual understanding. 

G, The agreement will take effect after signing and the two parties shall fulfill their own obligations. 

H, The agreement will be two copies with the same effect with each party have one copy.
