Meetings

The Annual Meeting shall be held the last Saturday in September.  Business meetings will also occur on the Saturday before Wisconsin Think Tank and on the Saturday of the MRSSA Regional Tournament at/or near the site.

Tournaments


All regular tournaments shall comply with the bidding procedures outlined in 3.0 and shall meet the criteria of an NSSA tournament.  

6.1
Midwest Regional Show Tournament
6.1.1 The MRSSA will present the MIDWEST REGIONAL WATER SHOW SKI TOURNAMENT.  

6.1.2 The MRSSA Board of Directors shall award the right to host the annual Midwest Regional Water Show Ski Tournament based on bids received no later than the annual meeting two years prior to the event.  

6.1.3 Each member of the Board of Directors will submit a closed vote at the Annual  Meeting.  The votes will, at that time, be opened and counted by the Board of the Directors.  Results will be announced at this meeting.

6.1.4 There must be a copy of the bid available for each Board Member of the MRSSA.

6.1.5 Once the Host Club has been selected, the Host Club and the MRSSA will sign a ‘Letter of Agreement’ detailing the roles and responsibilities between the Host Club and MRSSA.

6.1.6 The MRSSA Tournament shall be held on the days determined by the Board.

6.1.7 The entry fees and late registration fees for the MRSSA Tournament will be determined by the Board at the Annual Meeting.

6.1.8 The MRSSA shall retain all Television rights to said tournament.

6.1.9 The Host Club will recommend officials to the MRSSA board.  Officials must meet all qualifications as defined by the NSSA rules.

6.1.10 Other participating clubs attempting to generate revenue at the tournament must seek approval of MRSSA and host club by the tournament registration date.

6.1.11 The Host Club shall have their option for order of performance.  All other clubs will be randomly placed by the Tournament Director seven days before the tournament unless otherwise determined by the MRSSA Board.

6.1.12 The tournament will have a maximum of fourteen club teams.  Individual competition for twelve swivelers, twelve doubles couples, twelve jump teams or total not to exceed 36 entrants with two day tournament duration.
6.1.13 All of the forms required for a tournament (samples etc) are in Appendix I of this document.
6.1.14 All clubs competing for Team Trophies must be affiliated members of the MRSSA.

6.2.1 Bids shall be submitted on 8.5”x11” paper, except for                                                                                   maps or diagrams, which may be larger.

6.2.2 A complete copy of the bid for each MRSSA Team Representative and one for the MRSSA permanent file shall be submitted.

6.2.3 The fully completed bids may be sent via USPS mail or electronically to the team representatives of record.

6.2.4 Each bid shall include all of the following information: 

1) Map or sketch of the site, and showing:

1. Size of show area

2. Water depths

3. Main dock and secondary docks

4. Boat ramps

5. Beach area

6. Bleachers and other seating

7. Exhibitor areas

8. Concession areas

9. Officials’ facilities
2) Capacity and site for spectators and types of seating available, including bleacher capacity.

1. A statement regarding water conditions and how the area will be regulated regarding recreational boaters.

2. A statement regarding whether additional charges will be made, such as parking or admissions.

3. A statement regarding parking capacity, location relative to the site and control.

4. A list of hotels, motels and campgrounds in the area.

5. Entry fees for both clubs and individuals.

6. Banquet facilities, menu and costs.

7. Host supplied sound equipment availability.

8. Description of any towboats and other boats provided by the host.

Division I and Division II distinction for Show Tournaments;  This distinction is for the Regional Tournament and for qualifying for both the Division I, and Division II National Tournaments.  Clubs in Division I cannot move down to Division II unless they petition the Midwest Region Board.  Each club that desires to move from Division I to Division II must make this petition by June 1 of each year for the Board’s approval. 

7.4
The winner of Division II at the Midwest Region Show Ski Tournament must move up to Division I for the following year, if they win in two (2) consecutive years.  That club does have the right to petition the MWRSSA Board to stay in Division II.   The Board’s elected members and a Representative from each of the clubs that competed at the Midwest Region Show Ski Tournament that year shall consider the request. 

7.5
The seeding of the clubs from the Midwest Region to the Division I National Show Ski Tournament will be as follows:  The winner of Division I at the Midwest Region Show Ski Tournament, will be offered the first selection. The second place at the Midwest Region Show Ski Tournament will be offered the next selection.  The club placing third will then go into the first round of the round robin selection, and this will continue until all of the Division I National Show Ski Tournament is filled.  A club may decline the opportunity to ski at Division I Nationals, but they will not be allowed to ski at Division II Nationals.  Now if we have used all of our Division I clubs and the MWRSSA is asked to send another club to the Division I National Show Ski Tournament, the winner of the Division II at the Midwest Region Show Ski Tournament will be asked to go.  Etc.

The seeding of the clubs for Division II National Show Ski Tournament we will proceed as follows:  The winner of Division II at the Midwest Region Show Ski Tournament will be asked to fill the first position at the Division II National Show Ski Tournament (unless they were asked to go to Division I Nationals).  The Regional second place team will then be asked to take the second spot at Division II Nationals.  This will continue until all division II clubs have been asked to participate at Division II Nationals, or the tournament becomes filled.

9.1    The author of an issue for board consideration shall present the issue in resolution form to the President for processing by the board. The resolution shall contain the following information:

Proposed date that the issue will be effective i.e. immediately upon approval of the ballot, 1st day of the next calendar year, etc.

Relevant and pertinent documentation and data supporting the issue

9.2     The President shall present the resolution, in electronic form, to the board for a discussion period of ten (10) days.

9.3     At the end of the discussion period, the author will review the discussion of the board and may revise the resolution to reflect the input of the board, then have the resolution re-presented to the board for further discussion, again with a ten (10) day discussion period or have the President proceed to a Ballot using the original or revised wording of the issue. This decision will be the choice of the author without undue bias.

9.4     The President shall prepare a Ballot, in electronic form,  to be sent to the board for voting that meets the criteria outlined in section 4.1 A- D and is approved by the author of the issue. The time span for the Directors to vote on the Ballot shall be set by the President.


9.5    The votes shall be counted as noted in Roberts Rules of Order Newly Revised in the following manner:

A. Yes votes will signify approval of the Ballot.

B. Votes recorded as abstentions, no response and No by the Directors to the ballot shall be recorded as No votes, disapproving the Ballot.

Upon receiving the votes of the board, the President shall send by    electronic mail the results of the voting for review by the board. The Directors shall have a period of five (5) days to review and verify/change their vote on the Ballot after which the Ballot will be considered ratified and placed in effect on the date approved in the Ballot. If a Director does not respond to the Ballot voting review, the President shall assume that their vote has been recorded correctly.

D. Official Committee documents, including but not limited to: Board Reports, Manuals, Disciplinary Action Documents, etc, shall be maintained by the MRSSA President.  Committee chairmen shall maintain the balance of the Committee’s files including documentation of committee votes.

1.        Entry fee paid to INSERT CLUB NAME Water Ski Club: $XXX.00 (includes $25.00 MWRSSA fee).

Team roster (Rule 6.02). Two copies required. Please include copies of each member's USA Water Ski membership card (or other proof of USA Water Ski membership). Guest memberships will not be valid for purposes of this competition.
3.         USA Water Ski Club Membership Certificate. Additionally, all competing clubs shall be members in good standing with the Midwest Region Show Ski Association.
4.         Boat Insurance. USA Water Ski sanctioning requires that each towboat used in a
sanctioned event be insured for a minimum of $500,000 liability and have USA Water Ski listed as an "additional insured." Included in this package is a form for each Club to list their boats to be used. Clubs shall provide the sponsor with a copy of their insurance policies at the time paperwork is submitted.
5.         Judges' and Scorers' Forms (Rule 2.03). Clubs shall provide the tournament sponsor with 11 copies of their act schedule on the Judges' Form and 2 copies of their act schedule on the Scorer's Form. Additionally, Clubs shall provide 3 copies of their act schedule on the Safety Director's Tracking Report. Copies of all forms are included in this package. Each act should be clearly defined.
6.
Safety Coordinator (Rule 6.06), The Safety Coordinator for each Club shall attest that
he/she has read the NSSA Safety Manual and has taken the 25 question Safety Coordinator test located at the back of the safety manual. The name of the Safety Coordinator along with the signed test paper shall be turned in along with all other paperwork prior to the start of the tournament. The Chief Safety Director shall insure that this requirement has been met.
7. Designated Contact (Rule 3.05). Each Club shall designate ONE person on the Club who shall be the official Club representative for the purpose of communicating to the Chief Judge their method of starting their show (tightening of lines, first spoken word, etc.) This individual shall also be the person with whom the Chief Timer shall communicate with in regard to setup, performance and tear down times.

8.         Protest Contact. (Rule 8.02). Club representation-protest may be made only by the person identify on the Chief Judges checklist.
9.         Safety Meeting (Rule 11.09). Each Club Show Director and all Club boat drivers shall meet with the Chief Judge and Safety Director, as a group, prior to the start of any competition. Additionally, there shall be a mandatory meeting of all Club participants with the Chief Judge and Safety Director approximately 10 minutes prior to each Club's 20-minute setup time. (Rule 11.09).
10.       Copies of Reports (Rule 1.08.1). All Clubs requesting copies of judges' and scorers' forms other than their own shall submit their request in writing prior to the start of the competition. Because the copying process can be very time consuming, the tournament sponsor may at their option mail the requested copies to the Clubs within a reasonable time after completion of the tournament.
11.       Preparation Time (Rule 3.05). Clubs may set up their equipment around the show site prior to the start of the 20-minute setup time, provided there is absolutely no interference or disruption of any competing team. If you have any doubts about what is allowable, check with the Chief Judge first!
12.       NSSA Competition (Rule 8.01) Towboat Tested Driver Requirements: All teams must have at least one tested driver. All drivers must be a tested driver or have a learners permit. This applies to shows & individual competition.
