Safety Overview:

Friday, May 20th @ 6:00pm we will meet in the hotel pool area.  All drivers who are NOT safety certified should plan to attend the Friday evening session so you will be ready to do the driver’s test Saturday. Please bring swimsuit and life vest for pool (laptop if you have one would be helpful too)
Hotel Accommodations:

White Bear Lake Country Inn has generously offered the use of their pool and a conference rooms for the safety/driving instruction and testing. In addition to this, they have also reserved a block of double-queen rooms for those of you who might like to make a weekend of this or will need to stay overnight.
